This year, at Saint Margaret's we will continue to move forward with the implementation of the new RED (Religious Edu-
cation Directory), ‘To know You more clearly’. This marks a new and exciting chapter in how we teach Religious Education.
The RED has its own specially designed model curriculum, made up of six branches. Each half term, we will explore one of
these branches as a whole school.
